2.2 Football Scheduling / BEDS / Combining of Schools

opposition to the 6 classification proposal (in any sport). According to the NYSPHSAA Championship
Philosophy, Guidelines, and Process; the percentage of opportunities for athletes to compete in NYSPHSAA
Championships should fall within a designated range of 5% to 8% for all sports. Percentages will be calculated
using the number of varsity athletes participating in the sport and the number of competitors in the
championship event (same as 15-16).
