Report on changes in Policy or Practice that were implemented: NA
Problems encountered/ concerns  

· The main issue that we had was the location of the AA final.  The site for the section final was determined at the pre-season meeting in November 2011.  These sites were submitted in a pre-season report to the Sectional/Intersectional Committee on January 5, 2012.  The Sectional/Intersectional Committee unanimously recommended that the Athletic Council approve the report at the next Athletic Council meeting.   The pre-season report was then approved unanimously at the January 18, 2012 Athletic Council Meeting.  
· As has been past practice in softball for years, contingency plans were devised for the possibility that the host school may have to play on their own field.  The softball past practice has always been that for finals, the host school should not play on their varsity diamond, and will have to move to a JV or modified diamond.  Depew had to move to their championship to a JV field when they hosted finals.  Lancaster had to move their championship to a JV field when they hosted finals.  Dunkirk HS, one of the final hosts this year, did not play any games at Wright Park (as they often do), in case Dunkirk made the finals.  It is important to note that as per Section Policy 221.2, even this accommodation is not necessary because “the site was approved in a preseason report by the Athletic Council.”
· Dunkirk made the finals.  Depew High School played Dunkirk (at Dunkirk), and lost.  Cleveland Hill  played Dunkirk (at Dunkirk) in the B1-B2 crossover game, and won.

· Clarence High School made the finals and were to play Niagara Falls.  The game was to be held at Niagara Falls, who has been one of our best and most profitable final sites.  Arrangements were made to play the game at the Niagara Falls JV field.  This arrangement was unacceptable to Clarence.  
· The Section Chairmen were advised by Mr. Slade to attempt to secure alternate sites for the final game.  Ultimately, Mr. Slade helped in finding an alternate location.

· Niagara-Wheatfield ultimately agreed to host the final game.  The A final was also moved to the same site.  Clarence defeated Niagara Falls to claim the AA title.

Recommendations for next season including post-season calendar
· We believe we have found a central site that can accommodate all of our needs and avoid any potential conflicts – Sunshine Park in West Seneca.  Since this is in a relatively central location, we would like to host all finals at this park.
