» The 2018 AP Exam Schedule has now been pushed into Week 47, which is NEW this year.
Historically, Sectionals has occurred on the Monday of week 46 however, Sectionals is now
scheduled for Week 47, on 5/21/18 — to avoid player conflicts with the 2018 AP Exam Schedule.
If this is any indication of how the AP College Board plans to proceed in the future, | would ask
that Baseball once again, blacks out the Monday of Week 47 moving forward for the same
reasons they blacked out Week 46 (Monday) out of respect for players who participate in both
Baseball and Boys Golf. The Monday of Week 46 is now open for Baseball this year. To
reiterate past rationale: The Boys Golf Sectional Tournament is scheduled for (1) day each
Spring, Baseball has many dates to choose from each Spring.

There is nothing anyone can do if Sectionals (B Golf) is rained out, we are simply asking for
Baseball to be moved off our annual date (if necessary) which is now slated for 5/21/18, thank
you.
