ECIC BOYS’ SOCCER SPORTS STANDARDS

Soccer in the ECIC shall be played according to the rules and regulations of
the NYSPHSAA and those of the Commissioner of Education

The National Federation Rule Book rules and regulations shall govern all ECIC

games.

a. Home team must provide 4 corner flags

b. Goalies at all levels - Option of wearing soft protective headgear.

c. If agame is suspended before the half, the game shall be resumed from
the point of interruption. If the game is suspended during 2" half, the
game stands as is.

Each game will consist of two- 40-minute halves. In case of a tie there will be
2 sudden victory overtimes lasting 10 minutes in length.

Wherever possible, players benches and scorer’s table should be on opposite
side of the field across from the spectators, with no spectators allowed in
bench area.
