SECTION VI PRE-SEASON REPORT

BOYS BASKETBALL 2008-09

Chairperson: Jim Walker
A meeting of the Boys Basketball Committee was held on Tuesday, April 22, 2008. A lengthy and productive discussion took place with regard to the 2009 Sectional Playoffs. Our goal in this discussion was to address the issue of how to increase revenue and decrease costs while maintaining the anticipation and integrity of the tournament.

Numerous ideas were proposed by the committee and we were able to reach the following conclusions for recommendation to the Section:

1. Continue the open tournament format for the 2008-2009 season. In order to do so we determined that :
A. The winter break has had a major impact on attendance at Pre-Quarter and Quarter Final games. In 2009 this break does not conflict with these games.

B. Home schools need to do a better job of controlling the gate and charging the standard $3.00 ticket price. Free admission should be restricted to those who hold sectional passes.

C. Home schools should not be given a choice on handling of gate receipts and expenses and all schools should be allowed no more than a predetermined amount for support staff.

2. In an effort to reduce the cost of rental for neutral sites the following calendar was adopted and is recommended to the Section (see attached)

A. To continue to hold the Class C and D Semi-Finals and Finals at J.C.C.
B. To return to tripleheaders on Tuesday and Wednesday at Buffalo State with the Class AA doubleheader on Thursday.

C. To hold the B2 Semi-Finals at a new, less expensive site such as Hilbert College or E.C.C. This Semi-Final would rotate each year between B2, B1, A2 and A1.

D. Attempt to negotiate a lower rental fee at Buffalo State

E. It is anticipated that this format will result in a minimum reduction of at least $5,000. in rental costs from 2008.

3. I will be making a presentation to the Finance Committee on Thursday, April 24th to discuss these issues.
4. Please also find attached the tentative classifications for 2008-09 and a financial summary of the last 8 years of the playoffs for your perusal.
