4.1
Transportation Update:  Because the bids were not opened until mid-September, Grand Tours and Niagara Scenic buses were booked. Recommendation for next year will be to reserve buses in May as soon as dates are confirmed. The possibility of booking buses with Section 5 has been dropped due to the current lack of availability of buses in WNY.
4.2
The Indoor Track Committee will use the following procedure for 2007-08 to prevent violations of Selection Classification:  


Pre-season:

a) A roster will be turned in to the Section office on or before the Tuesday prior to a school’s first competition. The roster will include athlete’s name, grade, male or female, date of birth and date of entry to 9th grade. Rosters must be signed by Coach, AD, and Principal.

b) Notification of Classification (Selection Classification Roster), including last year’s 7th graders who passed the test, must be turned in to the Section office on or before the Tuesday prior to a schools first competition.



In Season:

a) Additions to team rosters or SC rosters must be turned in to the Section office on or before the Tuesday prior to a school’s next competition.

b) Athletes’ entry cards must be filled out completely using the agreed upon colors. Blue for boys and pink for girls.

c) Athletes/Teams will not be eligible to compete if above deadlines are not followed.

The Section discovered that a fee was being charged to participants of an approved soccer Senior All-Star Contest. The State office will be contacted regarding the legality of this procedure.

The meeting of Ad Hoc Committee on Charter Schools was held Oct. 16, 2007. Draft 3 of the Guidelines for Placement (attached) was developed and forwarded to the State Association for input.  The next meeting will be held November 7, 2007. The two charter schools that applied for membership, Oracle and Tapestry will be invited. B. Dinse, as proxy for P.Maryjanowski at the State Executive Committee meeting Oct. 29, will move that charter schools be governed for classification similar to “special acts schools” i.e. without geographical borders.
