7. NYS Sports records database

a. Committee members were asked to submit records from teams in their leagues to the section chair.

8. 3-person officiating – much discussion

a. 3 officials for Semis and Finals

b. Officials boards will be training their membership this summer

c. Cross over games:


i. The higher seed will get the Head referee and 1 Assistant referee (linesman) from their board.  Lower seed will receive 1 Assistant referee (linesman) from their board.

ii. Committee will review this procedure at the end of the season and recommend any changes if necessary.

d. Non preferred officials

i. Committee decided to lower the number from five to 3 three.

ii. Based on availability and 3 man mechanics, Sectional Chair will be able to place a Non Preferred official on a game as an assistant official only.

9. Suspended games

a. A game that is suspended after the completion of the first half will be an official game.

b. A game that is suspended before the end of the first half will be rescheduled and will start from the beginning.  Note:  All cards issued in the suspended game will count.
