Changes in Policy/Practice for the upcoming season: Seeding, using Laxpower.
Rule Changes for 2011-12:
USL Rule Changes for HS Girls Lax:

Checking
• A player may not check towards the body. (In 2011, checks towards the body were allowed as long as the check was deemed controlled and did not cause the crosse or ball to go into the sphere, which is defined as the roughly 7-inch perimeter around a player's head).

Sphere
• Defensive players may not reach into the sphere to make a check.

• Offensive players will not be permitted to hold their crosses in the sphere so that a check cannot be made. (This is not a rule change, but a change in emphasis).

Cross Checking
• A point of emphasis in 2012 will be that the use of a player's shaft to hit, push or displace an opponent will not be permitted. (Previously, this foul was included under the Illegal Use of the Crosse section, but will now be stressed in its own category.)

Carding Changes
• Any player or coach receiving two yellow cards will be suspended from the rest of the game. They may both participate in the next game. (Under the 2011 rules, anyone receiving two yellow cards would have been ineligible to participate in the team's next game).

• A suspended player must remain in her team's bench area for the entire game, including on-field, pregame, game or postgame activities. If a player is suspended from her team's next game because of a red card, that player may not be dressed in her game uniform for the next game. (Previously, a two-game suspension was served for a red card.)

• When a card has been issued, a player must leave the field for two minutes. Her team must play short in both the offensive and defensive ends of the field. This penalty is non-releasable.

• Upon receiving a fourth yellow card, a team must play short in both their offensive and defensive ends of the field for the remainder of the game. (Previously, a team played short upon receiving a third yellow card.)

Team Foul for Offsides
• When the offensive team commits an offsides violation, the defender closest to the ball will be awarded a free position at that spot (no closer than 8 meters to the goal circle). The attack player that had the ball will go 4 meters behind, and the attacker closest to the restraining line will move back onside. Previously, the defensive team was awarded the ball 4 meters outside of the restraining line.

The softball committee would again like to split A and B classes again for this year

Changes in Policy/Practice for the upcoming season

The committee felt a need to clarify our cancellation policy.  This will be emphasized in the handbook:

Cancellation/Rescheduling Policy:  Sectional games will only be allowed to be moved to a date before the scheduled game with the consent of both schools, and the sectional chairmen.  Sectional games will only be allowed to be moved to a later date due to inclement weather, and assuming that all other ways to play the game have been exhausted.  (This may mean that the home school has to travel to the visiting school.)  In the case of a postponement because of inclement weather, the game must be played on the next available date, which includes Sundays and Memorial Day.  If a game from one round is postponed into the next scheduled round, the next scheduled round will be delayed until the completion of the previous round.  This may mean that some “brackets” of the tournament advance at a quicker pace than others.  The whole tournament will not be held up for one game to be completed, but schools will not be forced to play two games in the same day, unless failure to do so would mean that the sectional tournament would not be completed before the start of regional play.
Rule Changes for 2011-12
· Modified pitching distance can be 40 or 43 feet.  This is a league decision.  While the committee recommends that modified softball be pitched from 40 feet, leagues may choose to pitch modified at 43 feet.

· The state softball and safety committee are exploring major safety concerns regarding bats and facemasks.  The state committee is recommending the use of facemasks for infielders.  This is not a requirement at this time, but may be soon.  Likewise, the increase of incidence of “bat doctoring” has caused the state committee to look at what is a legal bat.  This committee is considering banning bats that can be rolled or shaved.  Until this committee makes a final recommendation, we are recommending that schools hold off on bat purchases for this year.
